     The detective story 'The Companon' was written by Agatha Christie, who is known throughout the world as the Queen of Crime or, as she preferred, the Duchess of Death.
     At the evening party Dr Lloyd tells a detective story to the guests. He knows a lot of really interesting and exciting stories owing much to the large period of life spent in travelling. 
     Doctor tells a story about an incident which occured in the island of Grand Canary, where he had to practise and live for some time. There he became an eye-witness of a shocking crime one day. At the beach party his eye was catched by two women.He payed his attention to them only for the compration, because otherwise they were completely uninteresting persons,as he thought.But he was mistaken.The next day he met these women and the conditions of the meeting were very suprising and shocking.He tried to save the life of one of the women,who had drowned under the water inspite of her friend's efforts to save her,according to the description of the accident the doctor was told by the witnesses.The efforts to save the women were useless and shedied and was then buried in the islands and the doctor helped her companion,who introduced herself as Mary Barton, to find out information about the poor dead woman, Amy Durrant.The doctor beleived the story he was told, but there were some shades which made him doubt. But he had to forget about the doubts and the whole story, because in some days Mrs Barton left the islands. In some time the doctor found out that the woman had committed suicide and confessed in crime. She told that she killed her friend and couldn't live with such a sin upon her soul and then she drowned herself, but the dead body was not found. 

     At this moment the doctor stoppes his narration and the guests begin to discuss the possible reasons and couses of the crime. The closest version is supposed by Mrs Marple, an English sprinster,investigating crimes owing to her instinct and knowledge of human nature. She supposes that Mary Barton was killed by the poor companion, who later pretended  that she was Mrs Barton. 
     And then Dr Lloyd tells the continuation of the story which proves the correctness of Mrs Marple's supposition. In some time Dr Lloyd went to Australia and the first person to meet there was Mrs Barton. She was very frightened and determined to tell the true story of the crime to the witness. She really was Amy Durrant, who killed her companion and, as it turned out, cousine in order to get her money for the treatment for her ill little brothers and sisters and for the life of her large poor family. The woman seemed to be so miserable and pitiful, that the doctor decided to keep the secret of the murder. 

     The listeners are impressed by the detective story told by the doctor and continue discussing the deed of Amy Durrant  still for a long time.         
      I was impressed by the story,too.It's very exciting and thrilling-the main qualities which a true detective story should possess, according to my viewpoint. I think that the deed of Amy Durrant can't be excused because of her noble expectancies. There are many ways to earn money and murdery isn't the only solution of the problem. But the heroine appeares before the readers not as a coldblooded murderer, but as a poor unlucky woman.   
      An ability to present a cruel murderer as a miserable person proves the great talent of the author of the story.
