3. Mick was unable to produce their album in 1992 but did add guitar on the track, “My Baby Is A Headfuck”.   Bonus Trivia: The album is dedicated to Mick Ronson.

6. This singer’s third solo album in 1977 was titled “One of The Boys”.  Besides a contribution by Mick, this album features guest appearances by Eric Clapton, Alvin Lee and Hank Marvin.  Bonus Trivia: Hank Marvin was in the ‘60’s band The Shadows who played “FBI”, Mick would later open Ian shows with this instrumental.

7. In 1977 Mick appeared on the Wonderland TV show in Holland to support this artist’s album “A Period Of Transition”.  Bonus Trivia: Artist is known as “Van The Man”.

9. Mick produced and performed on their album “Canto Pagano” which featured vocals by Andrea Chimenti.  

12. Mick’s hometown is Kingston Upon ______, Yorkshire, UK.  

14. Mick played on the song “More Than You Deserved” from the album “Dead Ringer” by ____ Loaf.  Bonus Trivia: Max Weinberg and Roy Bittan from the E Street band are also on this album, Mick worked with them previously on Ian’s “You’re Never Alone With A Schizophrenic”.

15. This guitarist came on stage at the Spiders farewell show to play on the encore, “The Jean Genie/Love Me Do/Round and Round".  Bonus Trivia: Due to royalty problems, this encore is excluded from official releases.

17. Mick’s daughter can first be heard on a record when she contributes to the song “____ Likes Rock N Roll”.  Bonus Trivia: She fronts the band “Secret History” and has sung back ups at many shows when Ian performs.  

19. “Take A Long Line” is The Angels’ track covered on Mick’s album “Heaven and Hull”.  On a Scandinavian tour in 1991 he also performed their song called ________.

21. The supporting band for the Rolling Thunder Review came to be known as _______.  This was also the name of a project by Mick and Roger McGuinn in 1976.  Bonus Trivia: Mick produced the McGuinn album “Cardiff Rose”.

22. In 1984 Mick and Ian contributed a song to a movie soundtrack.  Name the movie that featured Nick Nolte, JoBeth Williams and Morgan Freeman.  Bonus Trivia: Song title is “I’m The Teacher”.

30. This song contains the solo often voted Mick’s best by fans, the song is ________ Daydream.  Bonus Trivia: Originally released in 1971 under the name Arnold Corns and then re-recorded and released on Bowie’s Ziggy Stardust album in ’72.

31. This song is from the 1979 album “You’re Never Alone With A Schizophrenic”.  Ian often claimed this song was a “True Love Story”.  Bonus Trivia: The studio version does not have a proper lead solo but the live version often featured an extended solo.
32. Lead singer of the Pretenders who appears on the song “Trouble With Me” from “Heaven And Hull”.  Bonus Trivia: She is from Akron, Ohio.
34. Mick produced “In Style” (1979) for this former singer of the New York Dolls.  Bonus Trivia: This vocalist has also been in movies such as “Scrooged” and “Car 54 Where Are You?”
36. When Mick was with The Rats he rehearsed with the singer of a rival band called The Mandrakes.  The singer’s first name is _______.  Bonus Trivia: This vocalist later had solo hits including “Addicted To Love”.

38. Mick’s first solo album is titled “Slaughter On 10th _________”.  Bonus Trivia: A cover of Elvis Presley’s “Love Me Tender” was released as a single from this album.

40. From the album “Do It Dog Style”, Mick played on the single, “Quick Joey Small”.  The name of the band is “_________ & The Dogs”.  Bonus Trivia: The band name incorporates their favorite albums by Ronson and Bowie.

42. Mick recorded demos (unreleased) for the album “Big Beat”.  Name the band which includes brothers Ron and Russell Mael.  Bonus Trivia:  Band’s original name was Half Nelson.
43. Mick was considered for producing the ‘84 album “Private Dancer” by Tina ______.  Bonus Trivia: Jeff Beck appeared on this album.
44. This artist first hit the scene fronting a band called The Rumor.  He also toured Scandinavia with Mick and The Yobs as support. Bonus Trivia: In 2009, he played the New Yorker Festival with Ian Hunter.

49. Drummer of Queen who helped organized The Mick Ronson Memorial Concert in 1994.  Bonus Trivia: This show was also held at the Hammersmith Apollo.

50. When Mick toured with Bob Dylan’s Rolling Thunder Review, he performed a song called “Life On _____”.  Mick did string arrangements on a totally different song of the same name which appears on Bowie’s album “Hunky Dory”.  Bonus Trivia: There is also a TV series of the same name that features some early Bowie songs with Mick on guitar.

4. The Human League and Def Leppard have both covered Mick’s song “Only After ______”.  Bonus Trivia: Def Leppard have also covered Bowie songs “Drive In Saturday” and “Space Oddity”
5. Mick first gained fame playing a Gibson Les Paul but later in his career played Telecasters made by _______.  

6. Female Canadian singer/songwriter with whom Mick recorded “Whomanfoursays” in 1984.  Bonus Trivia: The title is a homophone for the words "human forces".

8. First number Mick ever played on guitar was Duane Eddy’s “_________”. 

10. Mick’s first band recordings were with The _________. Bonus Trivia: The name of their album is “The Rise And Fall Of Bernie Gripplestone”. 

11. This Lou Reed album was produced by Mick and David Bowie. Bonus Trivia: Besides producing, Mick also contributed with guitar, piano, backing vocals and arrangements. 

13. Mick played on Johnny Cougar’s ’76 release “Chestnut Street Incident”.  The same artist released “American Fool” in ’82 as John Cougar _________.  Bonus Trivia: Mick was uncredited in ’82 but credited on subsequent Greatest Hits for guitar on “Jack and Diane”. 

16. Mick’s cover of Don Gibson’s “Sweet Dreams” is titled “Sweet ______”.

18. It was the working title for “YUI Orta” album recorded in ’89 by Mick and Ian.  Bonus Trivia: YUI Orta is a play on words from the Three Stooges, “Why You I Oughta”.

20. Mick’s last work as a producer was for Morrissey’s “Your _____”.  Bonus Trivia: Morrissey organized the 2004 reunion of the NY Dolls.

23. Title of 8 minute epic written by Hunter/Ronson which appears on Ian’s self titled solo debut.  Bonus Trivia: Mick arranged and co-produced this album.

24. Venue in London where glam rock was born during a performance by The Hype (Bowie, Ronson, Visconti & Cambridge).  Bonus Trivia: Venue is mentioned in Mott The Hoople song, “Saturday Gigs”.

25. In the early 80s Mick wrote a movie soundtrack titled “________ Summer”.  Bonus Trivia: The song “Get On With It” was performed live during a 1980 tour with Ian Hunter and Todd Rundgren.

26. A Bowie song written for the birth of his son.  Bonus Trivia: Mick wrote the string arrangement for this song.

27. Mick appears on the 1992 Bowie album “Black Tie White ______” which includes the song “I Feel Free” which had been done by The Rats.

28. Mick produced the ’85 album by One The Juggler titled “Some _____ Fashion”. Bonus Trivia: One The Juggler’s vocalist Sham Morris worked on Mick’s “Heaven And Hull”.

29. In 1977, Ian Hunter, Mick Ronson, Corky Laing and this former member of the Velvet Underground made a demo tape.  Bonus Trivia: Ian, Mick and Corky recorded in ’78 and these were later released as “The Secret Sessions” in 1999.

31. Ian opened his first solo album in ‘75 and still opens many of his shows with “Once ______ Twice Shy”. Bonus Trivia: Great White had a hit with this song in 1989.

33. Joe Elliot of ____ Leppard helped complete “Heaven And Hull”.  Bonus Trivia: Joe also sang with the Cybernauts who recorded a Spiders tribute album.

35. Mick was the third and last guitarist in Mott The _______.  Bonus Trivia: He was preceded by Ariel Bender (Luther Grosvenor) formerly of Spooky Tooth and Mick Ralphs who left to form Bad Company.

37. Mick produced “Johnny D is Back” and “Pleasure Ground” by a Dutch band “Fatal ______”.

39. Hunter/Ronson Band played the Beatles song “Day _______”.  Bonus Trivia: Ian was once in the Ringo All Starr Band.

41. When Mick was struggling early in his career as a musician, he worked for the Hull City Council as a _______. 

43. Mick was in Bob Dylan’s Rolling _______ Revue.  Bonus Trivia: Mick appears on the two CD set (+ bonus DVD), “Bob Dylan Live 1975, The Bootleg Series Vol. 5”.
