introduction

Some of the highly detailed and ornate pat-
terns in this book were originally created in
the nineteenth century by early scroll-saw
masters. Included here and blended with
some of our own creations and derivations
are designs published in the mid to late
1800s. Where necessary the old designs
have been changed or altered to make them
more adaptable to present-day scroll-
sawing techniques (Illus. 1). These refine-
ments were executed by Dirk Boelman,
probably today’s most talented and produc-
tive designer and developer of fine scroll-
saw fretwork patterns.

Some of the larger project patterns extend

across three to four or more adjoining
pages. Some large symmetrical patterns are
given just in half or quarter patterns. These
are designated with dividing lines or lines
of rotation where patterns should be folded
or flipped and joined to form the complete,
full pattern.

To conserve space, some of the more ob-
vious pattern profiles have been eliminated,
including rectangle patterns for box bot-
toms and liners, and shelves for wall
brackets. Also omitted are half-circular and
quarter-circular shaped patterns that com-
prise the wall shelf and/or corner shelves for
various bracket projects.




Thicknesses, Materials, and Blade Sizes

Many of the older pattern designs given in
the book were probably originally sawn
from thin, solid woods Vs- to %1e-inch thick,
depending upon the nature of the project.
With today’s modern scroll saws, thicker
materials are much more easily cut. This
option may make some of the projects, such
as silhouettes and picture or mirror frames,
more interesting. Wherever a certain thick-
ness is required, it is specified directly on
the pattern or in a caption. Otherwise, un-
less specified, any thickness can be used as
dictated by your personal preference.
Because of the delicacy of some of the very
ornate and fragile pieces, you may want to
select plywood. It will always be easiest to
finish-sand surfaces before sawing. A good

constant-tension scroll saw should produce
sawn surfaces that form the profile edges so
smooth that they will not require subse-
quent sanding.

Many of the patterns are so detailed that
they will require very small “saw gates” or
blade entry holes that can only be threaded
with fine pinless blades (Illus. 2). The most
delicate cuttings will require a fine No. 2, 3,
or 4 blade. Most patterns can be cut with
medium blades (No’s. 5—7), and some of the
larger projects should be cut with No. 8 to
No. 11 blades. Always use the biggest possi-
ble blade, but do not sacrifice the ability to
cut fine detail or the smoothness of the cut
surface. Thicker materials will obviously re-
quire heavier blades, so plan accordingly.




Developing and Transferring Patterns

One of the biggest problems with past
scroll-sawing activities is developing pat-
terns and transferring them to the work-
piece. Since all patterns in this book are
given in the recommended full-size ver-
sions, no enlargements or reductions are
actually necessary unless some other spe-
cial size is desired. The toy furniture pat-
terns for example may be enlarged to accom-
modate a certain, special doll size. In such
cases the easiest and quickest way to make
size changes is with the assistance of an
office copier that has enlarging and reduc-
ing capabilities. Otherwise, the old process
of drawing grids or using a pantograph can
be employed, but these methods are often
time consuming and not very accurate.
Use the office copy machine to make an
exact copy of the patterns you intend to saw.
The copies can then be temporarily bonded
directly onto the surface of the workpiece.
Use a brush-on rubber cement or a tempor-
ary bonding spray adhesive (Illus. 3). We
personally prefer the spray adhesive tech-
nique. Simply spray a very light mist of ad-
hesive to the back of the pattern copy (de
not spray on wood) and wait just a few
seconds; then press the pattern onto the
wood with your hand (lllus. 3). Saw out the

piece following exactly the same lines of the
pattern. This technique results in far more
accurate finished cuts (with smoother
curves, etc.). It also saves a lot of time, and
overall it just results in much more sawing
pleasure.

A machine-copied pattern peels off the
workpiece cleanly and easily after the saw-
ing operations are completed. Temporary
mounting spray adhesives are inexpensive
and available from arts, crafts, and photog-
raphy retail suppliers. Just be sure you get
one that states “temporary bond” on the
can. It's always a good idea to test your
adhesive with scrap paper and a wood sam-
ple to be sure the pattern will be easily
removed.

If you can, avoid the old method of tracing
the pattern from the book and then transfer-
ring the traced pattern to the workpiece
with carbon paper. If you must do it that
way, use graphite paper. It is cleaner, less
greasy, and the image it leaves is more easily
removed with light sanding.

If you decide to use the rubber cement
method to bond a machine-copied pattern
to the workpiece, a little more care is re-
quired. Do not brush on too heavy a coat. If
some cement remains on the wood after




peeling off the pattern, it can be removed by
rubbing it off with your fingers (do not use
solvents). Conversely, when temporary
bond spray adhesive is properly applied no

residue remains on the wood surface. In
either case you may want to lightly sand the
surfaces very carefully with fine-grit paper
(180 grit or smoother) before finishing,.

The Basics of Stack-Sawing

Don't forget to use the technique of stack-
sawing two or more layers at a time to dupli-
cate parts exactly (Illus. 4). Stacking multi-
ple layers (gang- or plural-sawing) is a good
way to increase production by making sev-
eral cutouts all at once, depending upon
individual thickness (Illus. 2). Today ultra-

thin plywoods are available to permit stack-
ing many layers. However, you may want to
use thin solid woods, as in earlier times, to
create historically accurate reproductions
of these patterns, since plywood had not
been invented then and was not widely used
until the 1940s.

The Range of Patterns

We have included patterns for approx-
imately 140 new projects ranging from sim-
ple pierced designs to a highly detailed
plaque of a steam engine. Nearly 30 catego-
ries of pattern types include ornamental
numbers and letters, beautiful birds and
eagles, signs, wall pockets, silhouettes, a
sleigh, wheelbarrows, clocks, frames,
shelves, jewelry boxes, fretted candle
holders, toy furniture, delicate baskets,
crosses, antique cars, and even a moose
head.

We would be remiss if we didn’t mention
three related and helpful books: Scroll Saw
Fretwork Techniques and Projects (Sterling
Publishing Co., New York, 1990), Scroll

Saw Fretwork Patterns (Sterling Publish-
ing Co., New York, 1989), and Victorian
Scroll Saw Patterns (Sterling Publishing
Co., New York, 1990). Techniques offers a
study in the historical development of fret-
work, as well as the tools, techniques, mate-
rials, and project styles that have evolved
over the past 130 years. The book also cov-
ers some modern scroll-sawing machines,
and state-of-the-art fretwork along with
fine-scroll-sawing techniques. Those books
in combination with the detailed classic
patterns presented here make this fascinat-
ing class of woodworking more fun and at
the same time faster and a whole lot easier
than it ever was before.
